Now you can text your questions to NBPL and our Reference Librarians will answer them. 
We are very excited to be able to offer this service to our texting patrons! 
 
Just follow these simple steps: 
1. Compose New SMS. (Short Message Service) 
2. Type 66746 in the "To" field (this spells MOSIO on the phone keypad and is Text a  
Librarian's phone number). 
3. Type asknbpl (our library's keyword) followed by your question.  
(Example: asknbpl what movie is the library showing this Friday?) 
4. Send. 
Standard text messaging rates apply. There is no additional fee for using Text a Librarian. 
 
Please: simple questions only! For any extensive questions, continue to call (860-224-3155 ext. 125), email, or 
visit the reference desk. Questions requiring quick, factual answers (asking about our hours or programs,  
asking for addresses or phone numbers of businesses, etc.) will work best and are more than welcome. 
For example: When is Presidents Day? and What is a blue moon?
